NAET is a new organization that has 26 different classes in which to 
participate either as an individual or on a team. These classes include 
Individual Events: Showmanship, Western Equitation, Hunt Seat 
Equitation, Saddle Seat Equitation, In-hand Trail, Dressage, Driving, Trail, 
Reining, Working Rancher, Equitation over Fences, Breakaway Roping, 
Steer Daubing, Barrels, Pole Bending, Individual Flags, Figure 8 Stakes, 
Keyhole and Team Events: Two-man Birangle, Canadian Flags, Working 
Pairs, (3) Drill Teams (Short Program, Working 4’s and Driving), In Hand 
Obstacle Relay & Team Penning.  Really, something for everyone! 
 
NAET intends to hold three competitions in 2010 as long as we get 
membership support. Tentatively the dates are: Aug. 27 – 29 @ Central 
Point Expo, Sept. 17 – 19 @ Oregon Horse Center in Eugene and Oct. 29 – 
31 @ Lynn County Fairgrounds in Albany. (These dates and arenas are not 
set in stone at this time). Classes will have cash payouts rather than ribbons! 
 
One year membership fee for NAET is $50.00 per person, but is discounted 
to $40.00 per person if paid prior to April 30, 2010.
